The Indian Himalaya or the `abode of snow' offer some great challenges and the finest climbs in the world of 6000 and 7000 metres. The main regions for this are Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Uttaranchal the recently opened Sikkim and Arunachal Pradesh.��From the moment, you think of your expedition to India, Ultimate Adventures helps you with details of the right peak, depending on height requirements, technical difficulty and duration. The extensive pre-trip information includes route charting, itinerary idea, maps, and reference details. Ultimate Adventures assists with the peak bookings and permits, and all other logistical details. We provide airport transfers, hotel accommodation, transport, porters/mules, guides and cooks, camp and kitchen equipment, dining and kitchen tents, food at base camp - all that form a part of the integral, personalised Ultimate Adventures service.��Climbing expeditions from overseas are obliged to pay a peak royalty depending on the height of the mountain. A liaison officer is assigned to the trip and walkie talkies can be hired from the IMF.��The ideal climbing season in India is best between mid April to end October. The monsoon in July affects areas not in the rain shadow, though Ladakh and Zanskar are good even then for climbing.��Peak Royalties��The IMF Royalties are as follows :�1. 6500 metres and below : US $ 1500 �2. For peaks between 6501-7000 m : US $ 2000�3. For peaks 7001 metres and above : US $ 3000�4. For peaks in restricted areas US $ 4000��Above peak fees are for a party of 12 persons. Additional US $ 300 for each person from 13th - 16th person.�Environment levy: US $ 400 �LO Equipment charge: US $ 500��Please allow 3 to 4 months of processing time for documentation and permits, though for certain popular peaks like Nun, Kun, Satopanth (all above 7000 metres), Shivling, Meru, Bhagirathi and Thaley Sagar, could be booked even a year in advance with a 25% deposit.





The optimal timing for our Trekking in India (in Kumaon and Garhwal) is between May 1st and June 30th and between September 1st and October 15th. Both seasons have their attractions. During the month of May the spring flowers bloom at the margins of the snowline while the weather is generally settled barring the occasional pre monsoon storm that can blow up at any time. Day time temperatures can rise to the mid 20s even at altitudes while at night they can fall to 0 degrees C. The post monsoon season is a time of settled weather with clear views of the mountains. Day time temperatures will still be quite warm, upto 20 degrees C during the middle of the day, however at night the temperatures will occasionally drop below 0 degrees C.





Quite unlike other regions in the Indian Himalaya, Ladakh experiences nine months of winter and three months of summer.The best time to visit Ladakh is in the summer - from early June to end September. Beyond that period , temperatures plunge to sub-Arctic levels and the region gets too cold for comfort.By October most of the trekking routes in the higher altitude areas are closed on account of heavy snowfall.





Another good reason to visit Ladakh during the summer months is that this is the time when some of Ladakh's most important Gompas or Budhist monastries host their spectacular annual festivals.








2 nights / 3 days on the Ganga





Raw thrill of battling whitewater rapids in India on Ganges. The Camp is a very scenic beach camp by the Ganga river, located upstream from Rishikesh and before Kaudiyala, in the Himalayan foothills. It stretches onto 800 meters of silver sand beach, surrounded by thick forests and mountains, bright sunshine and constantly flowing emerald green river Ganges. Night on the beach has its own mystic charm - starlit sky, silhouette of the mountains, the moon shimmering on the river, the rippling sound of water and the camp fire romance. This is a great way to explore the outdoors Accommodation is in twin bedded luxury tents with a living area of the size of 12 x 12 ft having twin beds. Bath area has running water; wash basin, mirror. Toilets in western style, the typical dry pit one is separately made. Dining is an interesting affair as well. Food is laid out in separate dining tent overlooking river Ganga, serving Indian, Mughlai, Chinese and Continental food. Liven up your evenings on the beach under a starlit sky with mouth watering bar-be-cue, tandoori delights, music and bonfire !





Day 01 : Arrive at Camp for lunch. Check into tents, camp briefing etc. After lunch, raft a 8 km initiation section from Marine Drive to Camp. Hot tea/coffee. Campfire dinner and overnight Camp.��Day 02 : Tea coffee served 7:00 onwards. After breakfast, get into rafting gear, safety briefing and raft down big volume Ganga whitewater. Raft down rapids like , "Return to Sender", "Roller Coaster", "Golf Course" and lots more. We end the trip near Laxman Jhula. Drive 30 minutes back to Camp for hot lunch. . Afternoon kayaking, volleyball or hike to a nearby village. Campfire/barbecue dinner and overnight Camp.��Day 03 : Tea served by 7:00 am. After breakfast at 8:30am, drive 30 minutes to Kaudiyala. Board rafts and raft down the two big rapids on this section, the "Daniel's Dip" and "The Wall". Lots of bodysurfing and float into Camp for hot lunch. Depart for Delhi.

















10 days Zanskar river trip





Day 00 :  Fly Delhi - Leh (3466m ; 11,370ft). Transfer to hotel. Rest, hydrate and acclimatise.  �Overnight Leh hotel. �  �Day 01 : Leh. Acclimatise and sightseeing. For the more energetic a visit to a few monasteries such as Shey, Thikse and Hemis will be arranged. Or choose to relax and walk into Leh town, to its exciting market and outdoor restaurants. Overnight Leh hotel. ��Day 02 : Drive Leh - Kargil (3201m ; 10500 ft ; 9-10 hrs). We drive from Leh to Mulbek - Kargil, through a spectacular moonscape. We drive over the Fotu La (14,000 ft), a high mountain pass and exit the Indus valley. Enroute, we do a photo stop above the Lamayuru monastery belonging to the 'Red Hat' sect. Overnight Kargil hotel. ��Day 03 : Drive Kargil - Rangdum (12,000ft). A spectacular drive past Panikar and Parkachik,with magnificent views of the Nun and Kun massifs (7000 metres),hanging glaciers and large meadows.We drive till Rangdum Gompa (12,000 ft).Camp overnight.��Day 04 :  Drive Rangdum - Remala (3635m ; 11,925ft ; 6 hrs). We drive to Remala, which is the starting point for the rafting trip on the Stod river, a tributary of the Zanskar river. We drive over the Pensi La (14,500 ft), which enables grand views of the Zanskar peaks at the bottom of which is the Drung Durung glacier that feeds the Zanskar river, 40 km below, into which we flow trip the next day. Overnight tented camp.��Day 05 :  Rafting expedition begins at Remala. Raft till near Karsha Gompa, near Padum. (3496m ; 11,466ft ; 4 hrs) We raft 30 km in 4-5 hrs which includes a break for lunch and hot beverages. We are surrounded by 6000 metre high peaks. River section today includes a Class II section, a good introduction for first timers as well as to the river in general. Settle into camp by afternoon, we can take an optional hike to Karsha Gompa. ��Day 06 : After a late morning start, we raft from Karsha up to Honyo / Pidmo (3361m ; 11,025 ft ; 3 hrs). This stretch is approximately 25 km with Class II and III rapids. Another easy day to get used to the river, the altitude and hone our paddling skills. ���Day 07 :  After packing camp, we raft 25 km to Nyerak (3286m ; 10,780ft ; 3 hrs) a Class III section. The gorge narrows in on the river - this indeed is a Grand Canyon in its own right. We stop for the day to pitch camp in a gorge below Nyerak village.���Day08  :  Rest day at Nyerak. Take a hike to Nyerak village or relax under the cool shade of the willows at our Campsite. Wash up at the campsite stream and enjoy the day off.���Day09  : Todays 35 km rafting section takes us from Nyerak to Lamaguru (3190m ; 10,465ft ; 5-6 hrs including scout and lunch) through the core of the Zanskar A classic white water day with continuous Class III rapids, and a few Class IV rapid where the river squeezes between a gap of about 18ft. We stop for lunch near a huge waterfall and continue to camp at the confluence of Markha river with the Zanskar. Rock formations, spires and an amazing palette of colours add to the trip today. Camp.��Day10  : We raft 40 kms of Class III/IV white water from Lamaguru to Nimu (3154m;10,345 ft ; 3-4 hrs) today. We raft past the village of Chilling and exciting rapids as the Zanskar plunges out of the canyon to meet with the Indus at Nimu. We end our trip at the confluence of the Zanskar with the Indus. Drive an hour back to Leh. Last minute retail therapy and a hot shower! Overnight hotel.��Day11  : Transfer to Leh airport. Fly Leh - Delhi.

Day 01- Arrival Delhi


Arrive by International flight to New Delhi. Meet on arrival & transfer to the hotel.





Day 02- Delhi                                                                         (Breakfast/Dinner)


Morning at leisure.


Afternoon Practice time adjusting to motorcycle, Enfield 500cc. Evening briefing by our Motor bike expert on complete trip followed by welcome Dinner. Overnight at hotel.





Day 03- Delhi to Shimla – 340 Km                                       (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)


Start early in the morning to avoid city traffic & drive to Shimla. On arrival check in at hotel. Enroute stop at picturesque place Parwanoo for Lunch. Continue drive to Shimla. Check in at hotel. Evening walk around Mall. Shimla:- situated at the height of 6,900ft, the town is spread over 12Kms. It was once a small village surrounded by splendid forest. Later, the British converted it into a hill resort, the Summer Capital of British. Dinner and overnight in the hotel. 





Day 04- Shimla to Sarahan - 185 Km.                                  (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)


Drive to Sarahan: Former Capital of Bushahar Empire, Sarahan is a wonderful little village in a beautiful region of Deodar forest. A fine example of Hindu – Buddhist architecture is seen at  historical Bhimakali temple. The temple’s unusual architecture and wealth of carvings have made it a resplendent example of what is loosely called the  Indo-Tibetan style. Deep down in the alley flows the river Sutlej and across lies the snow-clad Shrikhand peak. 





Day 05-Sarhan to Sangla – 92 Km                                        (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)


Moving on from Sarhan, you delve deeper into the breathtaking, secret world of the Kinnaur and Spiti valleys. Ride on to Wangtu and further to Karchham and move down to right to Sangla- a picturesque little village with a small population, famous for its trout fishing possibilities. Situated on the slope with houses rising one above the other, and the Kinner-Kailash peak towering behind, Sangla is also known for the impressive and historical Kamru Fort, which has now been dedicated to the Kamakshi Temple. 





Day 06-Sangla to Kalpa -57 Km                                           (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)


At leisure backtrack to Karchham and drive to Kalpa. From Powari proceed to Recong Peo (7 Km) and further to Kalpa. Both places have the most stupendous settings in all of Himachal Pradesh-anywhere up the road will give you incredible views of the mighty Kinner Kailash, among other mountains, at around 6000m. Dinner and overnight in hotel.





Day 07-Kalpa to Tabo- 163 Km.                                           (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)


Start early morning riding on Sutlej Bed & in the Lush green forest. Proceed 18 km. to Powari to Ribba, crossing some main streams of water falling in Sutlej. This region is also known for the famous Kinnaur apples, and there are number of bridges falling enroute. Ribba to Puh- 40Kms ride on the paved road on the Bank of the Sutlej River which flows on the right side this road. It is also called the Indo Tibetian road. In northwest direction one can distinctly see some snow covered peaks in Pin valley range (subject to clear weather). After crossing the cantonment of the Puh & come out of the gorge of Khab another 11 Kms. 





Khab is the point where there is resounding sound of the two mountain rivers confluencing – Tabo & Sutlej. Navigate the hair pin bends & ride ahead for 24 kms on paved road till Yangthang. Descend Yangthang it can be considered an ideal entry point in the Land of Lamas, as not only the features of the locals we meet across the road remind us of the Mongolian blood but also the area is sparsely populated.





From Yangthang the road condition also deteriorates to unpaved in between some loose mud & mountain river crossing till Chango (3658 meters). The Tabo river flows in the gorge. From Chango another 8 Kms is arid landscape features till Sumdo. The next 9 Kms until Hoorling ride in the plateau area. 24 Kms ahead is Tabo. 





Visit Tabo Gompa (temple)-founded in 996 AD, has some of the best preserved examples of Indo-Tibetan art remaining in the world. 





Dinner and overnight in the tent.





Day 08- Tabo to Losar - 171 Km.                                         (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)


Morning  leave for Kaza 3600 meters, 47 Kms past Tabo and to Kibber, 18Km up. Visit Kibber village(4025m) & Ki – Monastery (4116m). Though the distance to Ki is not much but have to ascend a height of more than 1000 M & the road conditions are tough means unpaved stretch. Ki is the oldest and largest gompa in spiti having a spectacular location. Ride down to Rangrik and then into the barren landscape in the gorge for next 30 Kms  to Hanse (3950m) clinging to the road cliffs & the unpaved stretch of roads & also there will not be many villages falling enroute. Ride further to Losar (4079m) 20Kms.





Dinner and overnight camping  at Losar.





Day09  Losar to Manali-174Km                                              (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)


Early morning ride upto Kunzumla pass (4551 M) & then proceed to sightseeing of the Chander Tal Lake (4270m), almost 12 Kms one way. Spend some time around this lake and appreciate the spectacular scenery.  





Drive to Batal-Chhatru–Gramphoo. Lunch enroute. Head towards Manali. Dinner and overnight at hotel in Manali.





Day 10- Manali – Delhi  550 kms       (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)     


We need to start quite early today. Meals enroute.  Upon arrival check into hotel for wash and change. Later transfer to the International airport in time to connect flight to onward destination.

Nanda devi + Milam glacier ( A p r i l - N o v e m b e r )





The twin peaks of 7818m Nanda Devi, the bliss-giving goddess, form India's second highest mountain, situated in a remote region bordering Nepal and Tibet. The alpine glaciers, high valleys and flower-strewn meadows on the eastern approach to this magnificent mountain are an enticing world apart and ideal for trekking. Our trek starts at the quiet hill town of Munsiari, where we descend to the lush Milam Valley, whose semi-tropical rainforests are alive with huge butterflies, exotic birds and large lizards. 


The people of Johar, as the Milam valley is locally known, were traders whose caravans crossed from India into Tibet by the high passes of Unta Dhura and Kungribhingri La. Once the trading season was over the entire population of Milam and the surrounding areas migrated to Munsyari or lower during winter. Trade stopped with the Indo-China conflict of 1962 and these once prosperous villages are now deserted. However the trail still exists, linking the villages and beckoning trekkers.


Following the gorge of the Gori Ganga, we weave high above its foaming waters, climbing steadily among rhododendron forests, which support a botanist's paradise of ferns, orchids, peonies and hydrangea. 


�The Hindu shrine of Nanda Devi heralds new vistas as the valley opens up to reveal the snow-capped peaks that tower above it. In the rain shadow of these mountains, the vegetation of the upper valley is sparser and the villages are only inhabited in the summer months. We now leave the main trail to explore some of the side valleys, whose lure is irresistible. The beautiful Lawan Valley is the usual approach to the base camp for 7340m high Nanda Devi East while the Pachu Valley leads to the glacier of the same name, which lies 4000m below the summit of the mountain. We make camp in this spectacular setting and enjoy magical views of Nanda Devi and Nanda Devi East bathed in the warm glow of sunrise, before exploring along the edge of the glacier. Back in the main valley, we continue to Milam village, from where we explore the upper valley and its glacier, set to a splendid backdrop of the 7000m peaks of Hardeol and Trisuli.





Day 1 Delhi to Almora. We travel by minibus from Delhi to Almora. Overnight in a hotel.  


Day 2 Almora to Munsyari (2290m)  We drive by jeep from Almora to Munsyari along a winding road that reaches a height of 2748m before descending into the beautiful Munsyari valley. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 3 Munsyari - Lilam (1850m)  After breakfast we start trekking. Our first steps take us away from the bustling bazaar and out onto the open trail and a steady descent down to our camp site for the night at Lilam. 4 - 4.5 hrs walking. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 4 Lilam to Rilkot (3200m)  Today is tough going as we hike up 1000m to a ridge from where we get very impressive views back to and beyond Munsyari, along a gorge made by the Gori Ganga river. The route is fairly up and down but generally eases off before reaching the camp site at Rilkot. 6 - 7 hrs walking. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 5 Rilkot to Martoli (3324m)  You are in high mountain country now and the tree line disappears giving access to vast stretches of Alpine pastures. The day's walk from Rilkot to the magnificent and deserted hamlet of Martoli (3385 mts, 12 kms) provides a very interesting trail.. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 6 Martoli to Pachu via Ganghar (3950 mts,, 14 kms). Throughout the day one gets intermittent views of magnificent Himalayan peaks and just after reaching Ganghar, you will glimpse Nanda Devi East. An Alpine meadow laden with rhododendron bushes blooming pink and white, stretches of glacial ice and the massive Nanda Devi looming in front ... it is just another 5 kms away. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 8 Nanda Devi How can you walk away from here ? It is a day to rest and simply enjoy yourself in this magnificent location. Options include the hike up to the snow ridges of Nanda Devi East and a visit to the base of Nanda Lampak (5782 mts.). There have been several sightings of blue sheep in the region. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 9 Pachu to Bilju (3350 mts, 16 kms). The scenary is exciting as the valley opens up. The north faces of the Nanda Devi peaks, several peaks on the Nanda Devi Sanctuary wall and Hardeol group are visible. Our camp site is across the river Gori Ganga at Bilju amidst a lush green meadow. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 10 Bilju to Milam (3452 mts, 8 kms). The day's walk from Burfu offers some spectacular scenery. The trail leads to Milam (place of meeting) which was a large village but is quite deserted. We camp on the outskirts of the village. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 11 Visit Milam Glacier - Today we spend most of our time in exploring the Milam glacier. A two hour walk takes us to the tip of Milam glacier - it is the largest glacier in the Kumaon Himalaya. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 12 Milam to Rilkot (3250 mts, 17 kms). The return trip commences in a downhill gradient. We camp at Rilkot for the night. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 13 Rilkot to Bugdyar (2700 mts, 12 kms). This is a steady walk and mostly downhill past the villages of Lhaspa, Mapang and the narrow gorge at Nahar Devi. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 14 Bugdyar to Lilam (1810 mts, 12 kms). We walk downhill all throughout and reach camp site by late afternoon. Camp overnight. B, L, D. 


Day 15 Lilam to Munsyari (2290 mts, 12 kms). We retrace our steps along the Gori river past Jimi ghat to Dumar(8kms) from where we board a jeep that takes us to Wayfarer Mountain Resort at Munsyari. We arrive here by noon. B, L, D. 


Day 16 Munsyari to Ranikhet (240 kms). It is time to bid farewell to Munsyari and its mountains. Today we board a vehicle that drives us to Ranikhet through Vijaypur, Bageshwar and Kausani. We check in for the night at Wayfarer Solitaire. B, L, D. 


Day 17 Ranikhet to Kathgodam (90 kms). Today is another day when we can chill out and relax. Late afternoon we board a vehicle that drives us to Kathgodam. The train to Delhi departs from Kathgodam at 20:40 hrs. 


  


 


Mysterious Roopkund Lake  - Kuari Pass Trek (17 Nights / 18 Days)


Duration: 17 Nights / 18 Days�Max Altitude: 5029 Mts�Best Time: April to June & Sep to Nov�Difficulty: Moderate Trek 


Roopkund Lake is situated at an altitude of 5029 mts. in the interior of the Chamoli district, Roopkund is famous for the mysterious shallow lake of about 2 mts., with the edges covered with snow almost throughout the year. After the snow melts, skeletal remains which are believed to be 500-600 year old, many theories explain the findings but none seem satisfying. The lake is nestled amidst panoramic mountain scenery.


Day 01: Delhi�On arrival, pickup from the Delhi International airport and transfer to hotel.�Overnight: Hotel


Day 02: Delhi - Rishikesh �Drive to Rishikesh enroute visit Haridwar (Holy City). Upon arrival Rishikesh transfer to Hotel.�Overnight: Hotel


Day 03: Rishikesh - Mandoli (265 kms / 10hrs) �Drive to the small hamlet of Mandoli (2134m), from where the trek begins. �Overnight: Tent 


Day 04: Mandoli- Wan  (2437 m)�Begin the trek with a 2 km climb to Lahajang Pass (2634m) on the top, a few small temples & the bell hanging from a tree. This place is named after a mythological demon that was killed here by Goddess Nanda Devi. The trail goes down 7 km and after a gradual climb of 5 km reaches Wan. Overnight: Tent 


Day 05: Wan- Bedni Bugyal (3354m)�Begin the uphill trek and reach the 'Bugyals' (high altitude meadows) of Bedini (3354m) a beautiful location with magnificent view of the surrounding mountains. �Overnight: Tent 


Day 06: Bedni Bugyal - Baguabasa (4600 m) �After 2 hours of gradual climb up, uninterrupted views of Trisul range and Nanda Ghunti can be appreciated. The trail crosses a hump to reach Bistola and then climbs up to Baguabasa, an improvised stone shelter that is generally used by local pilgrims.�Overnight: Tent


Day 07: Baguabasa - Roop Kund (5029 m) and back to Baguabasa �Stupendous views of Trisul and the mountains around. An arduous and spectacular trek for about three hours gets us to Roop Kund, a holy lake surrounded by glaciers and high peaks and situated on the outer rim of the Nanda Devi Sanctuary. Every 12 years thousands of devout pilgrims, carrying a golden idol of the goddess Nanda Devi, undertake a difficult trek to this holy lake from Nauti village, near Karnaprayag.�Overnight: Tent


Day 08: Baguabasa - Wan (2437 m) �Return trek to Badni Bugyal. The trek then makes a long, steep descent through a fine forest of firs and rhododendrons and across a beautiful clearing with much of the track being paved. After crossing a river, a short climb leads to the main valley, at the head of which is Wan. �Overnight: Tent


Day 09: Wan - Kukin Khal Pass (3069 m) - Sutol (2200 m)�Walking on past Latu's temple the path climbs gently up through magnificent cypress trees. After the pass the path drops down to broad meadows. The village of Kunol (2650 m) is set in an idyllic location with stunning views of the high peaks north of Josimath. Above the village rhododendron trees remain in full bloom from april until beginning of june. Further down the trail is lined with orchids and luxuriant ferns as it passes through one of the finest mixed forests in Garhwal.


Day 10: Sutol - Ghunni (2500m) �The trek now traverses along the valley with a number of ups and downs and huge drops down to the river gorge below, through forests smelling of fir trees. After dropping to a river, crossed by a green girder footbridge there is a long steep climb to a little temple followed by a gradual climb through forest to emerge near farms and fields, on a ridge with amazing views of Trisul. Visit Ramani, a fairly big village. Another 4 hours take you to the village of Ghunni, our camp site.�Overnight: Tent


Day 11: Ghunni- Jhenjipani (2600 Mt)�13 km trek from Ramni to Jhenjipani. A good zigzagging track leads to open grassy grazing meadows. Snow peaks begin to emerge above the forest to the north. We then begin to climb steeply as the path moves diagonally through forests of rhododendrons, pines and holm oak with more pastures and shepherd huts. From Jhenji one can see the Kuari Pass. Overnight: Tent


Day 12: Jhenjipani- Sartoli (3000 Mt)�16 km trek from Jhenjipani to Sartoli. The trail carries on down past small farms, through woods, to the spectacular suspension bridge across the Brithi Ganga gorges. After a very steep climb the path is almost flat, passing through fine rhododendron forest, with many streams and waterfalls. �Overnight: Tent


Day 13: Sartoli – Kuari Pass (3658 m)�This is a long, but spectacular day. The route starts a steep climb up into rhododendron forest, then descends gently to open meadows with views across to the Kauri Pass, and finally plunges down a very steep section to a river. From there a final climb brings us above the tree-line to large pastures. From the pass the Himalayan summits seem to be arrayed before us in a stupendous arch. It is often said that this is one of the greatest mountain views in the world.  Overnight stay tent.�Overnight: Tent

Source of Ganges Trek – May to November


This is a beautiful trek to the glacier filled head of a remote valley in the heart of the Indian Himalayas. A pilgrimage site for Hindus, the headwaters of the Bhagirathi River at Gaumukh, which further downstream becomes the Ganges, are the source of this most holy river. Legend has it that the river was named after the sage Bhagirath, who waited in penance for centuries for the goddess Ganga to wash the bodies of his ancestors. 


From the temple at Gangotri, we trek up the valley, climbing steadily to Gaumukh, where the Ganges is born, gushing from an ice cave at the snout of the Gangotri glacier. This place is full of birch and pine trees. The trek takes you through one of the best landscapes in Garhwal. Dominating this stunning valley is the peak of Shivling, which bears a striking resemblance to the Matterhorn. 


Tapovan is uplifting, not least for its view, which takes in several other majestic mountains, named according the Hindu mythology after Brahma and Vishnu, and as we have two nights here, we are able to walk to the base camp of Shivling. Exploring further up the glacier, we come to Nandanvan and Vasuki, a beautiful lake, which adds yet another dimension to our stunning surroundings. . The enchanting route offers some beautiful views of snow-capped peaks like the Shivling (6543m), Mana Parbat (6758m), Satopanth (7084m),Vasuki (6792m), the Bhagirathi trio (6556m), and many others. From here it will take us just two days to trek back down the valley.





Day 01		Haridwar – Dharali


		Arrival Haridwar by overnight train and drive to Dharali. Camping at 2700 meters


Day 02		Dharali - Gangotri – Chirwasa


		Drive 21 kms to Gangotri and trek 12 kms to Chirwasa 3600 meters.


		We progress along a picturesque trail initially passes through dense deodar forests before emerging into the wide unforested valley. It 				then carries on to a small isolated forest of pine at Chirbasa, literally the abode of pines.


Day 03		Trek to Gaumukh. (Source of Ganges ) 3900 meters


		From Gaumukh, source of the Ganges, the scenery is fascinating, with praying pilgrims and half-naked saddhus meditating along the banks of the 			tumultuous stream that pours out of the glacier.


Day 04		Trek to Tapovan (base of Shivling mountain) 4100 meters


		The trail crosses Gangotri moraines before reaching Tapovan and its gorgeous meadows, furrowed with streams and scattered with flowers. From here the 		panoramic view over Shivling (6540m), Meru (6660m) and the Bhaghirati massifs (above 6500m) is stunning. It is not surprising that sadhus chose this 		area to meditate in summer time.�		Overnight: Tent





Day 05		Rest / visit to Meru glacier.


		 We camp one more day to admire the awesome beauty, the place holds. For the more enthusiasts, trek to Meru glacier 				with packed lunch


Day 06		Breakfast and trek 8km, with packed lunch, to Nandanvan (4500 meters)


		This Day is largely an exercise is boulder hopping. Crossing the moraine covered Gangotri glacier to Nandawan located at the confluence of the 			Chaturangi and the Gangotri glaciers. Literally meaning the four coloured glacier. The Chaturangi is truly multi-hued. The massive meadows of Nandavan 		are situated at the base of the Bhagirathi massif. The area provides excellent sightings of Bharal (blue sheep). �		Overnight: Tent 


 Day 07	Trek down to Bhojwasa 3600 meters 12 kms. Accommodation in tents or guest house


Day 08		Trek to Gangotri 14 kms. 


		Another boulder hop along the Gangotri glacier to its snout at Gangotri. 


		Drive to Dharali for overnight stay. 


Day 09		Dharali – Shivpuri


		After breakfast, drive to Rishikesh. (8 - 10 hours). Upon arrival check in at the beach camp. Farewell dinner and bonfire. Overnight in tents.


Day 10		Rishikesh – Delhi

Kalindi Khal Trek – June to September





Here is a trek that takes you half way round Garhwal from the Bhagirathi Valley to the Alaknanda Valley. A trip only for those who have done high altitude treks before; its very mention gives a thrill to even the most seasoned of climbers. ��The trek starts from Gangotri and takes you through Nandavan, the base of the Bhagirathi peaks, a place that offers an unparalled view of the Shivling peak. The trail moves on to Vasukital (4900 M). With towering peaks all around the lake, its surface shimmers like a pearl and is the source of the Vasuki Ganga that drains into the Mandakini. We proceed to cross the Kalindikhal pass (5947 M), a tough climb from where you feel that there is little else left to be see. It is as if you are a part of this majestic setting of snow peaks. The trail then descends to Arwatal and to Mana the last village on the Chinese frontier. The trek fittingly ends at Badrinath with a visit to the holy temple.


Day 1): Arrive Delhi �On Arrival at New Delhi Airport. You will met by our repersentative and transfer to the hotel. O/N stay at Hotel.��Day 2): Delhi - Rishikesh �Morning after breakfast drive (227 km) to reach Rishikesh. Stop at Haridwar for sightseeing of Ganga Ghats & Temples then proceed to Rishikesh. Arrive & check in at the hotel. Evening free to explore the area. Dinner and overnight stay at Hotel. ��Day 3): Rishikesh - Uttarkashi �Morning after breakfast drive to Uttarkashi (1150 mt), which takes 5-6 hrs. Upon arrival check-in at hotel. After lunch visit NIM (Nehru Institute of Mountaineering) Institute & Museum. Evening free to explore the area. Dinner and overnight stay at the hotel��Day 4): Uttarkashi - Gangotri �Morning after breakfast drive to reach Gangotri via Harsil (approx 25 km before Gangotri (3048 mt) by covering approx 95 km in 3-4 hrs. On arrival check-into Hotel/ Tourist Banglow.��There is a beautiful Gorge at Bhairav Ghati over which there is a steel guarder bridge. Gangotri is the place where the Goddess Ganga descended on Earth from Heaven. There is a Temple of Goddess Ganga where thousands of devotees throng to pay homage to her. ��Day 5): Gangotri - Bhojbasa �Morning after early breakfast start first days trek to Bhojbasa following the river Bhagirathi on right bank by covering approx 14 kms in 4-5 hrs. Trek is full of fascinating Himalayan sights and you can have beautiful views of snow clapped peaks around. Upon arrival at Bhojbasa, set up camp for overnight stay.��Day 6): Bhojbasa - Nandanvan �Morning trek 4-5 hrs to reach the beautiful base of Bhagirathi group of peaks, Nandanvan (4337 mt). The trek crosses Gangotri Galcier. Arrive and overnight at camp.��Day 7): Nandanvan - Vasuki Tal �Morning trek (11 km) along Chaturangi Glacier to reach Vasukital (4898 MT), a beautiful base for Mt Satopanth and Mt Vasuki Parbat with a small lake . The trek is steady upward. Arrive in 5-6 hours and overnight stay in tents.��Day 8): Vasuki Tal - Khara Pathar (Suralya Bamak) �Morning after breakfast trek to Khara Pathar (5456 mt) (Suralya Bamak) 8 Km from Vasukital. Dinner and overnight stay in the camp.��Day 9): Khara Pathar - Kalindikhal Base �Morning after breakfast trek 10 Km to reach Kalindikhal Base (Sweta Glacier) (5500 mt). Set off along the Kalindi Glacier carefully avoiding the open crevasses. After sometime we approach a steep crevasses slope which leads to the Kalindi Khal (pass). Camp at the base of Kalindi Khal. (5400 mts). �Overnight in tents. � ��Day 10): Kalindikhal Base - Rajaparav �Morning after breakfast proceed your trek (12 km) to Kalindi Pass (5947 mt). Spend some time at the spot and then trek down to Rajparav (4910 mt) for dinner and overnight stay in the camp.��Day 11): Rajparav - Arwatal �Morning after breakfast proceed your trek to reach Arwatal (3910 mt) 13 km from Rajparav. Overnight stay in the camp.��Day 12): Arwatal - Ghastoli �Moring after breakfast proceed your trek to reach Ghastoli (3796 km), which is 16 Km from Arwatal. Dinner and overnight stay in the camp.��Day 13): Ghastoli - Mana - Badrinath �Morning after breakfast trek (16 km) to reach Mana village 14 Km from Ghastoli, then drive 2 Km to reach Badrinath.�Overnight stay in the Hotel.��Day 14): Badrinath - Joshimath �Morning after breakfast drive down to reach Joshimath 44 Km from Badrinath. The full day is for the preparation of the next trek ie.Kuari Pass trek. Overnight stay in the Hotel.��Day 15): Joshimath - Rishikesh �Morning after breakfast drive (257 km) down to reach Rishikesh. Evening free O/N stay at Hotel.��Day 16): Rishikesh - Delhi �Morning sightseeing out of Rishikesh including Geeta Bhawan, Ram Juhla, etc. �RISHIKESH: Situated at the foothills of Garhwal hillsalong Ganges, Rishikesh is a gateway to the important religious places of Badrinath, Gangotri, Kedernath and Yamunotri. Places of interest includes visit to Bharat Mandir- the oldest temple in Rishikesh, Nilkanth Mahadev- this is belived to be the place where Lord Shiva drank the posion churn out of the cosmic ocean among many other temples. Also visit some of its many Ashrams: Ashrams are centres for spritual studies, meditation, Yoga, sacred prayers besides being residential centres for the resident gurus.��Evening transfer to the hardwar time to catch train for Delhi. On arrival met at the station and transfer to the hotel. O/N Stay at Hotel.





Har-ki-Dun - Valley of God  March to June, and mid-September to mid-November


Har-ki-Dun, situated at an elevation of 3566 meters, is surrounded by glittering peaks and dense forests. The forests are rich in wild life and are a veritable paradise for bird-watchers and nature lovers. This is a unique ecosystem - where the snow capped peaks and the lower mountains meet. Every hundred feet or so the expressions of the mountain spirits change. Be surrounded by these white and purple flowers stretching to infinity though just an hour ago you were immersed in the eternal birches and junipers. ��Trekking along from Taluka to Seema is an invigorating climb along the Supin river, a tributary of the Yamuna. It has a white, opaque hue in Taluka... and flows with strength and vigour. As we go upstream it is more playful, clear. 


Commonly seen birds are the spotted chughs, blue magpies and redstarts. The houses here are aesthetic - two storied wood structures, usually overlooking some stream or river. 


The trek from Seema to Har-ki-dun (13km approx.) is extremely picturesque.  Little streams cross our path. There are so many varied wild flowers; white, shades of yellow, shades of red, a few blues. Wild rose bushes are abundant... dense with white and pink blossoms. Feel the presence of the awe-inspiring snow-capped peaks.


�01st Day: Delhi - Dehradun (294 Mt.) 270 Kms 07 hrs drive.) �Arrive Delhi early in the morning, our representative will meet you at the airport and drive direct to the Dehradun, Upon arrival at Dehradun check in at the hotel. Afternoon free to explore the surrounding and colorful market of Dehradun, Overnight stay at hotel.��02nd Day Dehradun - Taluka(1900 m/6232 ft) (215 kms/ 7-8 hrs.) �After breakfast drive to Taluka by Toyota Qualis, a small hamlet nestled in the laps of nature via Mussoorie, Kempty falls, Purola and Mori. This is starting point of our trek. Overnight in tents/ tourist rest house.��03rd Day Taluka - Osla (2560 m / 8400 ft) (13 kms/6-7 hrs) �The day starts with the gentle trail towards Osla. Today's trek is through beautiful forests of Chestnut, Walnut and Willows. A gradual ascent brings us to the picturesque Osla village along the swift rivulet. On arrival set campsite for overnight stay. 


04th Day Osla - Har - Ki Dun (3566 m / 11700 ft) (12 kms/6-7 hrs)�Morning after breakfast trek to Har Ki Dun. Initially the trek goes past some fields of beans & rice and also some isolated villages, where the life style is same as old, and the untouched one. The dress worn by the people is traditional. Their cheerful ness and innocence combined with their simple way of life make them very appealing. A common scene in the evenings is that of ruddy cheeked village belles returning home, carrying on their backs huge loads of pine needles & cones to be used as fuel. The trail steadily ascends the side of the ridge across the river and then veers left to the Har Ki Dun valley. Dense forests at this part give way to the meadows that are scattered with flowers and flowering herbs. Dinner and o Overnight stay in tents.��05th Day Har-Ki Dun �The day is for rest/ acclimatization /exploration. On this day everyone does his own thing. One can go on an exploratory trek in the valley, capture some magnificent views on the camera, or just chill at the campsite. Overnight in tents.��06th Day Har Ki Dun - Debshu Bugyal (14 kms/4-5 hrs) �Today we will trek 14 kms to reach Debshu Bughyal. It will take 4-5 hrs at leisure pace as the trail is generally downhill. Overnight in tents��07th Day Debshu Bugyal - Ruinsara Tal (3500 m/ 11480 ft) (16 kms/5-6 hrs)�Today we start trekking early towards Ruinsara Tal. The Trek from Debsu Bughyal to Ruinsara Tal is through, terraced mountain fields, lush green grassy lands and conifer forests through extremely scenic landscape. The gradient of the trek is moderate and one will be able to complete the trek in 5 - 6 hrs on arrival at the lake set campsite. Overnight in tents��08th Day Ruinsara Tal�The day is for rest / acclamatisation / exploration. One can explore the surroundings around the lake. The place is full of photographers delight. Dinner and overnight in stay in tents.��09th Day Ruinsara Tal - Osla (18 kms/4-5 hrs) �After breakfast start trekking back towards Osla (18 kms). This trek will take about 4-5 hours. Set up a camp by the Supin River. Dinner and overnight stay in tents.


10th Day Osla - Taluka - Dehradun �After early breakfast trek for about 3-4 hours to reach Taluka and from here drive back to Dehradun. Upon arrival at Dehradun transfer to Delhi.

Remainder of the day at leisure to explore the town or save energy for the next day. 		Camp fire and dinner.


Day 03		Nand Prayag – Karan Prayag – Nand Prayag


		After breakfast drive to put in point and raft down 21 kms negotiating class 4 rapids along with many class 3 to Karanprayag. This 		town is situated on the sacred confluence of Alaknanda and Pindar rivers. The Pindar river, which gushes from the Pindari glacier, is 		a rapid torrent. After trip, proceed for a small sight seeing tour of the town and drive back to the camp.


Day 04		Nand Prayag – Chamoli – Nand Prayag 


		Drive an hour upstream to put in point at Chamoli. Chamoli lies in the arms of the heavenly Himalayas and is full of natural beauty. 		This land has inspired the imaginations of great Indian poets like Kalidas, from time and memorial. These mountain ranges, rivers and 		valleys are the prettiest in Garhwal. Trip starts with a class 4 rapid and ends after running the class 5 Hillary Fall. Overnight at the 		campsite.


Day 05		Nand Prayag – Bhirai– Nand Prayag 


		Drive two hours by road to Bhirai and raft down all the way to Nandprayag. Overnight at camps.


Day 06		Nand Prayag – Karan Prayag – Rudra Prayag


		Drive to Karanprayag and raft down 36 kilometers to Rudraprayag. Named after Lord Shiva (Rudra), Rudraprayag is situated at the 		holy confluence of Alaknanda and Mandakini rivers, at a distance of 34 kms. from Srinagar (Garhwal). The entire region is blessed 		with immense natural beauty, places of religious importance, lakes & glaciers. Overnight by riverside in tented accommodation.


Day 07		Rudra Prayag – Maletha


		After breakfast, put in the river and raft for 5 – 6 hours to camp at Maletha.


Day 08		Maletha – Beas Ghat


		After breakfast, pack up your tents and paddle down from Maletha to Beasghat. Beasghat is an excellent place to enjoy angling the 		Golden / Silver Mahaseer. Today after the confluence at Dev Prayag, it will be a gentle floating with small rapids. Try kayaking if you 		feel like.


Day 09		Beas Ghat – Shivpuri


		Today we will negotiate few class 3+ rapids like The Wall, Daniel”s Dip and three blind mice to camp at Shivpuri. Time to dry your 		clothes and enjoy activities like beach volley or relax. Enjoy camp fire and dinner.


Day 10		Shivpuri – Rishikesh - Delhi


		Morning at leisure. After breakfast, drive down to explore the town of Rishikesh and it’s surroundings. Later drive to Haridwar to 			connect train to Delhi.

rupshu and tso moriri lake


To the south east of Leh lies a region that is still less frequented by tourists. The area borders the Grat Changtang Plateau of Tibet. Amidst a barren landscape live small groups of nomadic Chang tribesmen leading a harsh existence. Tucked away in a remote area of this region at an altitude of 14432 ft. is one of nature’s wonders - the lake of Tso Moriri. The 15-by-5 mile lake is a breeding ground to birds like the bar-necked geese and the brahminy duck. The surrounding area is home to some rare wild life such as the Kyang (wild ass), blue sheep, marmots and the snow leopard.


The starting point of Tso Moriri Trek is Rumtse (4100m) which is approximately 70 kms. from Leh. The route traverses across a number of high passes and while the scenery is spectacular the entire route is through high altitude and requires good acclimatization. Rumtse Trek is definately one of the most enjoyable treks.


Day -1 : Travel from Delhi to Leh by air. The early morning flight from Delhi gets to Leh in less than two hours. From the airport guests would be transferred to a three star city hotel where they would be housed on full board. Leh is at an altitude of 3500 mts. And all guests are advised to rest for the entire day. A successful trek in Ladakh requires you to acclimatize well.


Day -2 : This day is meant to provide an opportunity to get a feel of the place. Guests will be driven to the Leh Palace, which houses old relics that belong to the sixteenth century ruler of Ladak. Later in the day a trip to the monasteries at Shey, Thiksey and Hemis will also be arranged.


Day -3 : Drive from Leh to Rumtse (70 kms.; 2 hrs. ) : Rumtse is a small village located near the Leh-Manali highway just before the Tanglang La Pass. The drive to Rumtse has wonderful landscape especially the colourful mountains around Gya Village. Our campsite is off the road, and we have a full day to acclimatize well before setting out on our trek.


Day -4 : Rumtse to Kyamar (4/5 hrs. ) : Kyamar (4383m) is a shepherds village. The trail leads through a valley from Rumtse after crossing two rivers. We camp here for the night.


Day -5 : Kyamar to Tisaling (6/7 hrs. ) : Today is a tough day. There are two passes to be crossed - Kyamar La (4870m) and Mandalchan La (4996m). From the top of Mandalchan La the campsite at Tisaling is visible. There is a stream nearby the campsite.


Day -6 : Tisaling to Pangunagu (5/6 hrs. ) : Today’s destination gets us near Tsokar Lake. To get to Pangunagu (4398m) we have to cross the Shibuk La (5016m). The ascent is not difficult and from the top of the pass the entire lake is visible. The campsite at Pangunagu has spring water


Day -7 : Pangunagu to Nuruchan (4/5 hrs. ) : Walking from Pangunagu to Nuruchan (4500m) is easy along the periphery of the Lake. Nuruchan is on the eastern part of the Lake. The place is quite green, has some flowering plants and the water of the lake is crystal clear. We camp here for the night.


Day -8 : Nuruchan to Rachung Karu (4/5 hrs. ) : At the starting point of the day’s walk is a beautiful Mani Wall covered with nicely engraved mantras of “OM Mani Padme Hum”, symbolizing the Buddhist prayer of compassion. The trail leads up to Horlamkongka La (4900m) and the ascent to the pass takes around an hour and a half. The descent is easy and we have to get to our campsite at Rachung Karu (4668m).


Day -9 : Rachung Karu to Gyama Lhoma (7/8 hrs. ) : Today is a long day. We begin by ascending the Kyamayur La (5125m) which takes around two hours. From the top of the pass the trail goes north east and there is a stream to be crossed. The trail starts ascending again and leads up to another small pass called Gyamai La (5100m). Once we descend from this pass we get to Gyama Lhoma.


Day -10 : Gyamalhoma to Korzok (Tso Moriri Lake) (6/7 hrs. ) : To get to our final destination we must ascend to Yalangyugu La (5100m). The ascent is easy but quite long to reach. The view from the top of the pass of Tso Moriri lake is amazing. The descend to Korzok village is steep and strenuous. The campsite is adjacent to the village.


Day -11: We shall spend the entire day today exploring the surrounding area of Tso Moriri.


Day -12: There will be a jeep to take us back to Leh ( 7 hrs.) where we shall spend the night


Day -13: Depart for Delhi by the morning flight. For the more adventurous a drive to either Manali or Srinagar can also be arranged on request. The road journey is covered in two days with an overnight halt at either Sarchu, which lies on the Leh-Manali highway, or Kargil, which lies on the Leh-Srinagar highway.

Itinerary For Stok Kangri Trekking Tour :��Day 1): Arrive Delhi �Arrive Delhi late evening and transfer to the hotel.��Day 2): Delhi - Leh (3500 m) �An early morning transfer to the domestic terminal of the airport for the flight up to Leh. This surely is one of the most sensational scheduled flights in the world, taking you right over the top of the Greater Himalaya before dropping down in a series of steep turns, to land at the small airport at Leh. Flight time approx. 1½ hours. You will be met on arrival and driven through Leh to check into the Hotel. Leh is at an altitude of 11,500ft/3,500m and therefore we recommend that the rest of the day be spent resting to help adjust to the altitude.��Day 3): At Leisure In Leh. �Again take it easy today and enjoy a tour around town. Leh is very Tibetan; the national dress, 'stove-pipe' hats and felt boots with turned-up toes are much in evidence. The Royal Palace, which dominates the town, is very reminiscent of the Potala in Lhasa and Tibetan Buddhist monasteries, large chortens, prayer flags and mud brick houses with flat roofs are a dramatic culture change from the hot, teeming frenetic rush of Delhi. Don't try to do too much on this first day! Visit the palace,��Day 4): Sightseeing tour, Shey, Thikse and Hemis monasteries. Return to Leh. Hotel.��Day 5): Drive up to the Khardung La (5300m) as an acclimatisation exercise. Return to Leh. Hotel.��Day 6): Drive to the village of Chilling on the west bank of the Zanskar River (3100m).��Day 7): Cross the river on a pulley bridge and trek to Skiu in the Markha Valley.��Day 8): A long day of trekking beside the Markha River to Markha Village (3800m).��Day 9): Still following the river, trek to the highest village in the valley, at Hangkar (4100m).��Day 10): Trek up onto the Nimaling Plain, to a camp (4600m) beneath the peak of Kang Yatze.��Day 11): Rest day. Explore towards Kang Yatze.��Day 12): Trek up to the Kongmaru La (5100m) and descend through a rocky gorge to Chogdo (4000m).��Day 13): Heading west through uncharted territory and crossing several passes, trek to Shang Po (4350m).��Day 14): More rugged terrain and superb trekking, en route to Gangpoche. (4320m).��Day 15): Approaching Stok Kangri, descend into the Stok Valley and trek up to the basecamp at 4900 metres.��Day 16): A rest and acclimatisation day. Time to sort out equipment for the climb.��Day 17): Climb Stok Kangri (6120m). Or, possibly move to a high camp (5300m).��Day 18): Spare day for climbing Stok Kangri. Return to basecamp.��Day 19): An easy morning’s descent to Stok Village and then drive to Leh. Afternoon free. Hotel.��Day 20): Fly to Delhi, transfer to the hotel.
